In an attempt to develop a more dynamic analysis of social
systems, the American sociologist Talcott Parsons introduced a
structural-functional approach that employs the concept of
function as a link between relatively stable structural categories.
Any process or set of conditions that does not contribute to the
maintenance or development of the system is said to be
dysfunctional. In particular, there is a focus on the conditions of

stability, integration, and effectiveness of the system.

Many sociologists have critiqued functionalism because of its
neglect of the often negative implications of social order. Some
critics, like Italian theorist Antonio Gramsci, claim that the
perspective justifies the status quo and the process of cultural

hegemony that maintains it.

Functionalism does not encourage people to take an active
role in changing their social environment, even when doing so
may benefit them. Instead, functionalism sees agitating for social
change as undesirable because the various parts of society will
compensate in a seemingly organic way for any problems that

may arise.
