After a
Jew meetings with Somia Raskolnikov breaks down and confesses his crime
to her; she embraces him with tears loving him_for who he 1s but says that
he must confess and suffer whatever penalty the authorities deem necessary,
she also says that she will follow Raskolnikov to whatever prison he
would be sent lo.
