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Text:

Conflict theory argues that society is not about solidarity or
social consensus but rather about competition. Society is made up
of individuals competing for limited resources (e.g., money,
leisure, sexual partners, etc.). Broader social structures and
organizations (e.g., religions, government, etc.) reflect the
competition for resources in their inherent inequalities; some
people and organizations have more resources (i.e.,, power and
influence) and use those resources to maintain their positions of
power in society.

Conflict theory was developed in part to illustrate the
limitations of structural-functionalism. The structural-functional
approach argued that society tends toward equilibrium. It focuses
on stability at the expense of social change. This is contrasted with
the conflict approach, which argues that society is constantly in
conflict over resources. One of the primary contributions conflict
theory presents over the structural functional approach is that it
is ideally suited for explaining social change, a significant problem
in the structural-functional approach.
