Interactionism is a theoretical perspective that understands
social processes (such as conflict, cooperation, identity formation)
as emerging from human interaction. Scholars of this perspective
study how individuals act within society and believe that meaning
is produced through the interactions of individuals. According to

interactionists, gender stratification exists because people act
toward each other on the basis of the meanings they have for one
another. Interactionists believe that these meanings are derived
through social interaction and that these meanings are managed
and transformed through an interpretive process that people use
to make sense of, and handle, the objects that constitute their
social worlds.

Social interaction is a face-to-face process that consists of
actions, reactions, and mutual adaptation between two or more
individuals. The goal of social interaction is to communicate with
others. Social interaction includes all language, including body
language and mannerisms. Erving Goffman, one of the forefathers
of this theoretical perspective, emphasized the importance of
control in social interactions. According to Goffman, during an
interaction, individuals will attempt to control the behavior of the

other participants, in order to attain needed information, and in

order to control the perception of one’s own image. If the
interaction is in danger of ending before an individual wants it to,
it can be conserved through several steps. One conversational
partner can conform to the expectations of the other, he or she can
ignore certain incidents, or he or she can solve apparent
problems.
