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-Charter party (singular): A single contract of affreightment, typically for the rental of a
ship.

-Charter parties (plural): Refers to multiple contracts of affreightment, where more than
one charter agreement is involved.
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The ‘Charter party’ is specialized legal term within the maritime transport. It is important to
note that ‘charter party ‘is not used for other types of contracts outside the shipping context.
