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Land Transportation Contract for
Goods
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Transportation in general is considered the backbone of wealth circulation movement, as it requires the
completion of exchanges. In most cases, it involves moving goods from one place to another, whether
within the territory of one state or between territories. Without transportation, goods would have to be

consumed at their production sites, which would inevitably paralyze the exchange movement.
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Section One: Nature of the Land
Transportation Contract for Goods
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Transportation has great importance in the economies of countries and the daily life of individuals,
especially land transportation. Therefore, the legislator has given great importance to the land
transportation contract for goods and has devoted special provisions for it in the Commercial Law as well

as in Law No. 01-13 concerning the guidance and organization of land transportation.
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First Requirement: Provisions of the Land
Transportation Contract for Goods

The Algerian legislator defined the land transportation contract for goods in Article 56 of the Commercial
Law as: "An agreement whereby the transportation contractor undertakes, for a price, to personally

transport a person or thing to a specific place."

Second: Elements of Land Transportation Contract for
Goods
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The land transportation contract for goods is subject to the general substantive rules in all contracts
regarding consent, subject matter, and cause. We refer to the general provisions regarding these, and we

will limit ourselves in the following to the provisions specific to this contract.
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1- Element of Consent
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The land transportation contract for goods is a consensual contract concluded between two parties: the
carrier and the sender. There may be a third party to the contract called the consignee, and it is concluded

merely by the conjunction of offer and acceptance.
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2- Element of Subject Matter
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In transportation contracts, the subject matter usually involves physical movables, whether goods, animals,
agricultural crops, or others. The subject matter of the transportation contract may also be non-material

movables such as telegrams and similar items.
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Second Requirement: Proof of Land
Transportation Contract for Goods
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The land transportation contract for goods is subject to the rules of evidence in commercial matters, where
it can be proven by all means of evidence according to the principle of freedom of proof. However, the
specificities of this contract have created what is called the transportation document as a means of proof in

case of dispute.

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First Requirement: Obligations of the Sender and
Consignee
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First Branch: Obligations of the Sender

The sender is obligated to provide correct information to the carrier, to prepare the goods for transportation
if the nature of the goods requires it, to deliver the goods to be transported and their documents to the

carrier, and to pay the transportation fee and expenses if due at the time of dispatch.
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1- Sender's Obligation to Provide Correct Information About
the Goods
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This is contained in Article 41, paragraph 1 of the Commercial Law, which states: "The sender must
specify in the transportation ticket the name and address of the consignee, the delivery location of the

transported items, their type, number, weight, or volume."
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Second Branch: Obligations of the Consignee
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The transportation contract concluded between the sender and the carrier creates effects for the consignee,

establishing rights and obligations for them vis-a-vis the carrier.
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Second Requirement: Obligations of the Carrier
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According to Article 02 of Executive Decree No. 04-415, the carrier is defined as: "The road carrier is any

natural or legal person licensed to carry out activities as defined in Article 02 of Law No. 13-01."
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Section Three: Carrier Liability in Land
Transportation Contract for Goods
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First Requirement: Provisions of Carrier Liability
in Land Transportation Contract for Goods
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This is contained in Article 47 of the Commercial Law, which states: "The carrier is considered responsible

from the time of receiving the items to be transported for their total or partial loss, damage, or delay in



delivery."
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Second Requirement: Carrier Liability Lawsuit
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Article 61 of the Commercial Law states: "Any lawsuit arising from a contract for the transportation of
goods or a commission contract for the transportation of goods lapses within one year. This mentioned

period runs in case of total loss from the day on which the transported item should have been delivered."
